  The very first Star Trek episode ever shown on TV (The Man Trap) was 
about a creature that craved salt and would kill people by taking out all the salt from 
their bodies. I know the feeling. I’ve never killed a human for the salt in their body, but 
most evenings when my wife is scrounging for sweets I’m ready for something salty. I 
can skip those cookies, cake, ice cream, and candy, but bring on the Triscuits, pretzels, 
chips, and Rye Crisps! I will eat some healthier stuff like fruit (melon or apples) or cottage 
cheese  but I put salt on them. Oh, I think I love Chinese food so much because you can 
put soy sauce on it. It’s like liquid salt. Mmmmmm! 
   Loving salt is not the same as being salt, however. Jesus told His followers- that 
includes you and me- to be salt. And not just any old salt, though, we are told to be good 
salt. Salt with flavor. Desirable salt. Usable salt. Salty salt in a tasteless, bland, getting-
more-rotten-each-day world. Salt that flavors otherwise dull, dead-end lives and salt that 
preserves. When there were no refrigerators people used salt to preserve their food. 
Jesus declares in Matthew 5:13 says, “You are the salt of the earth...” You. You are what 
flavors the world. You are what preserves what would go rotten without you.  
   Salt changes the things in comes into contact with. Do you? 
   Bishop David Kendall has a compelling message called “455/125” about the number of 
Free Methodist Churches that went an entire year without seeing even one person come 
to confess faith in Jesus Christ.  He says άA stunning sets of stats: A church goes an entire 
year and no one is drawn to follow Jesus in the wake of their following, no one has even 
stumbled on to the truth, no one has developed a curiosity or thirst or hunger.  That is
